▪ Western Maryland

o Forums expected to begin Summer 2021

◼ Develop advisory boards in each jurisdiction with rotating membership to ensure a 
diversity of voices

◼ Establish a community advisory officer in each jurisdiction to serve as the community 
liaison/point of contact for the community
