HISTORICAL RECORD SEARCHES WITH PRIOR PERMISSION)

e ANY PERSON FOUND IN VIOLATION OF THE ABOVE RESTRICTIONS SHALL BE
SUBJECT TO:
0 (1) CONFISCATION OF THE DEVICE;
0 (2) FINE: OR
0 (3) INCARCERATION,
AT THE DISCRETION OF A PRESIDING JUDGE OF THIS COURT.
