You are notified that a confessed judgment was entered against you on for the principal amount of

$ , and costs of $  . You may file a motion to open, modify, or vacate the 
judgment within thirty (30) days after service of this notice, stating the legal and factual basis for your defense to the 
claim. If the court finds that there is a substantial and sufficient basis for an actual controversy as to the merits of the 
action, the court shall order the judgment by confession opened, modified, or vacated and permit the defendant to file a 
responsive pleading. 
 

 
NOTICE 

You may receive a form from the plaintiff or the plaintiff’s attorney requesting information under oath about you, your 
employment, and your assets, liabilities, income, and expenses. You do not have to complete and return that form, but if 
you fail to do so within the time allowed, you may be summoned to appear and undergo an examination under oath before 
a judge regarding those matters. If you fully complete and return the completed Fact Information Sheet within the time 
allowed, you will not be subject to discovery in aid of enforcement for at least one year from the entry of the judgment 
against you, unless the judgment creditor has been granted leave of court for good cause shown. 
A person may not be compelled to appear in person for an examination, to answer interrogatories, or to complete 
the Judgment Debtor Information Sheet in order to enforce a money judgment resulting from a small claims action 
(amount sued for was $5,000 or less, exclusive of interest, costs, and attorney’s fees).
