METHODS OF PLACING AN ORDER

Y ou may place an order for research or copy servicesviamail, email, or FAX. They require full contact information,
name, address, phone and fax or email when applicable, a complete description of the citation or document is required.

Archives recommends including credit card information (name, number, expiration date, and "v-code" - the numbers
on the signature line on the back of the card). Credit cards will allow you to pay for any amount of pages of arecord
that need to be copied. Checks are accepted, but since the fee could vary due to unknown number of pages, we
recommend writing, "not to exceed" and the amount. Make checks payable to Maryland State Archives.

Please be certain to include your name, address and telephone number when sending your request for
documents by mail or by fax.
